- Trails are largely designed for through traffic, as opposed to slow
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Potential (All Alternatives)

- Expanded park space includes landscaping, new |
trail separation.

- New lakefront promenade walk is proposed for slow-speed
lingering and stopping along the water’'s edge. Pedestrian and bike
trails are physically separated to reduce contlicts between users.

- Bike trail is grade separated from vehicle and crossing pedestrian
traffic to enhance safety and reduce conflict
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
